VORONEZH
If you look at the map of Russia to the south of Moscow, you are sure to find Voronezh on it. It’s the capital of the Black Soil Region. The first fortress was built on the bank of the Voronezh River in 1586. A bright chapter in the town’s history was the end of the 17th century. Russian Tsar Peter the Great, a progressive monarch, built a shipyard on the river. The town was growing fast. The designs of the new buildings were in the finest traditions of Russian architecture. 
During the Great Patriotic War our town was completely ruined. After the war Voronezh had been built anew. Today it is a large modern city of the Russian Federation. 
Voronezh is a big industrial city. It produces TV sets, excavators, heavy mechanical presses and farming machines. The first supersonic TU-144 airliner was built here. 
Voronezh is an important cultural center. People like to visit the Koltsov Theatre, the Kramskoy  Museum, the Nikitin Library. 
Many guests visit our city. They are attracted by its exciting history and rich cultural traditions.
